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A DOZEN ROSES      
 

 From childhood, I had a deep desire to be a mother. I once read that God does not put deep desires in 
your heart that He will not help you to realize; that would be cruel, and God's not cruel.  As I suffered 
miscarriage after miscarriage, I could not understand why my deep desire to be a mother kept alluding 
me.  Eventually, I was blessed with twin boys, a story for another day. 
      
     During those years, I could only see the losses 
and dreams unfulfilled.  I was looking through my 
human eyes, not God's eyes.  In July, I stumbled 
across a blog about a woman who suffered many 
miscarriages. She prayed a novena to St. Therese 
to learn the genders of her lost children so she 
could name them and pray to them.  This touched 
my heart.  It seemed providential that I would be 
going on pilgrimage 10 days later to the Shrine of 
Our Lady of Good Help.  In God's perfect timing, 
I would complete my novena at the apparition 
site.   
      
     As I prayed at the apparition site, I came to know eight of my twelve children in Heaven.  It would 
take a second novena and several weeks to learn about the final four.  St. Therese sent me a dozen 
roses from the Heavenly Gardens.  Now I know my children in Heaven, saints who I can talk to and 
ask for their intercession. And Mass is especially sweet for me now; it is a family reunion.  They are 
all there on the altar during the consecration with the angels and saints.   
      
     Now I see through God's eyes that the desire He placed in my heart came true, and in abundance, 
as is His way.  In addition to Damian and Dominic, I have twelve children taking care of us from 
Heaven.  God did not give me exactly what I asked for; He blessed me even more than I could have 
imagined.  I encourage those who have suffered the loss of an unborn child to pray for the grace to 
know them.  And for those who has been unable to conceive, consider spiritually adopting some of the 
innocent saints in Heaven from miscarriages, abortions, and lost embryos who have been forgotten.  
You will receive much grace and joy.  You can honor and celebrate these gifts from God at the Mass 
of Innocents on Sunday, October 28, at 12:30pm at Holy Spirit.

Baptisms Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The Punch Line 
 

The first reading is supposed to remind us of Solomon, who, 
when God promised to give him whatever he asked, chose 
wisdom over wealth or power. Now our modern view of 
wisdom is usually pictured as the knowledge and experience of 
an older person. In the scriptures it is God's Wisdom that is 
desired. More than just the wise sayings of a Benjamin 
Franklin or Yoda, scriptural wisdom means doing God's will in 
all things. As Jesus tried to tell the man in the gospel, knowing 
and doing God's will is more precious than wealth, or even 
family! 
So if wisdom is that good, why do so few seek it? Most of us 
have no problem doing God's will, as long as it is the same as 
ours. Or we do God's will if it is painless and convenient. I 
once donated money to a charity by sending a text message. I 
don't know if I would have done it if I had to write a check and 
mail it. Sometimes we are like that man in the gospel, desiring 
wisdom but not willing to pay for it. 
Maybe our problem is that we don't trust God enough. The first 
reading, after praising wisdom more than health, wealth, and 
beauty, ends with a promise of "countless riches" while Jesus 
promises that the one who gives up everything will receive "a 
hundred times more." Because the rich man left in sorrow, he 
missed the punch line.  
I can think of two ways to interpret that promise. One is that 
the more we give up for love of the Lord, the more we get 
back. When someone gives up selfishness and begins to love, 
he then becomes capable of receiving love. Which leads to the 
second meaning of the promise: When we let God change us 
by giving up our worldly attachments, we find that we are 
happier because we experience God's love for us more deeply. 
So Wisdom is the way to happiness: We outgrow our desire 
for things that make us feel good and appreciate the joy of 
accepting God's love and sharing it with others.

RESPECT LIFE MINISTRY  
A Failure to Comply 
 

A Planned Parenthood (PP) facility in Columbia, MO. closed 
last week after a federal judge refused to allow it to stay open 
while it was in violation of state abortion clinic regulations.  
Missouri state law requires abortionists to have hospital 
admitting privileges for patient emergencies and abortion 
facilities must meet the same basic health and safety 
standards as other ambulatory surgical centers. With PP’s 
license due for renewal by October 2, inspectors from the 
health department conducted a review of the premises and 
provided PP with a list of deficiencies on August 14. When 
the inspectors returned for a follow-up on September 26, 
they found some of the deficiencies still not corrected.  
These included rust on the cabinets of suction machines, a 
hose on a machine that appeared to have mold inside and 
another hose with residue that appeared to contain bodily 
fluid.  By September 28, PP notified the state that it had 
corrected the deficiencies and they were ready for re-
inspection.  However, the abortionist(s) did not have 
admitting privileges and the facility was required to close. 
The closure of the Columbia facility leaves PP with only one 
clinic in Missouri and that is in St. Louis.
